PAYCHECK Abbreviations  by Andrea Yukna

Nothing is more frustrating than getting a paycheck and seeing all this money being taken out of the gross amount and NOT understanding where it is going.  I hope that the following abbreviations help you understand your paycheck.

TAXES
CT D, CT A, CF  are Connecticut Taxes based on your selection for deductions.
The PR stands for pre-tax, or it could be PO for post tax.

INSURANCE

301 or 306  are insurance codes

PR2  = two person for insurance

PRS = single for insurance

PRF = family for insurance

MED stands for Medicare. This would apply to those hired after April 1986.

DUES
NT1 Dues  =  dues for NTA/CEA/NEA - you should see money being taken out.
BANKING
DD  is for direct deposit.

TAX SHELTERS
These are now listed as H+H and the amount you have requested to put away.
Other Deductions
FLEXMEDT – this is the flexible medical spending program. It is dependent on the amount of money you asked to be taken out pre-tax dollars for medical costs. This is voluntary but a great way to save money!
Disability Insurance may be found under RA for Reassure America

NEF  stands for Newington Education Foundation which has been authorized by the Newington Teachers’ Association and through these deductions grants are given to teachers in the system for specific programs which they have designed. This is voluntary.
The 1%  deduction is for a separate health insurance account to fund parts of a retiree’s health insurance.

The 6% deduction is for your state teacher retirement contributions.
W-2 form  -   414 is for TRB contributions:  6 ½% and 1 ½%
